The Roaring ‘20s 

“Bio-in-a-Bag” Project

The 1920s was a time period with a lot of influential people and accomplishments.  For this project, you will be assigned one person, which you will research and prepare a brief presentation to the class.  For the project/presentation, you will make a “Bio in a Bag” to show off to the class and provide as a visual representation of your person.

Part I.  The Research


After choosing your topic, you will spend time outside of class researching information on your topic.  Take notes and then condense them to no more than one minute’s worth of information.  In your research you should focus on the following:

· A BRIEF biography of the person’s life

· The person’s accomplishments/significance to the time period

· The person’s lasting impact on history

· One UNIQUE fact about the person’s life

Part II.  The Bag


You will receive a paper lunch bag to use for this project.  Decorate the outside to represent your person.  You should include the person’s name and possibly a picture on the outside.  Be creative in making your bag to represent the person you’ve researched.


Inside the bag, you must put at least 3 things to represent your person and their significance to the time period.  These objects may be things from around your house or things that you have made.  They must be objects, NOT 2-dimensional pictures.  Be creative to show how your objects represent your person (no pencils, pens, paper clips, or other office supplies).  Do not put anything in your bag that is against school policy (use something to symbolize it instead).

Part III.  The Presentation


In class, you will present your person/concept to the class using your bag and props.  You have one minute to tell the information you learned about your person.  Do not read from a website or encyclopedia.  You may have a card to help you remember, but the information must be in your own words!  Then you have one minute to show what symbols you put in your bag to represent this information.  Presentations will be a total of 2 minutes long. 

Extra Credit: Up to 2 points for adding an extra element to your presentation (ex. dressing up as your person, playing music related to your person, etc.
